Consequently, no spectator will have to miss the drifts performed 
by Sébastien Ogier, Thierry Neuville, Mikko Hirvonen, Robert Kubica and the other WRC stars. The 
Michelin shuttle buses will also contribute to the exemplary commitment to environmental protection 
at the ADAC Rallye Deutschland, since they will further reduce traffic on the access roads.
