“My feeling in the car wasn’t as good as during testing.” 
 
4 ØSTBERG Mads/ANDERSSON Jonas NOR/SWE CITROËN DS 3 WRC 
“I had a heavy impact on landing after the jump at Gina. I have blurred vision after the many 
bumps.” (laughs) 
 
9 MIKKELSEN Andreas/FLØENE Ola NOR/NOR VOLKSWAGEN Polo R WRC 
“I have tested in the vineyards, not here. I have the feeling that I can push more.” 
 
7 NEUVILLE Thierry/GILSOUL Nicolas BEL/BEL HYUNDAI i20 WRC 
“The brakes fade quickly. I have to brake early and I am lacking confidence in the car as a 
result. Then, you are driving badly.”

“I have made a mistake and overshot a junction. That cost me a few seconds.”

“In the first part, I backed off to save the tyres, but the tyres were done when I wanted to start 
pushing towards the end.”

“Towards the end, the tyres started overheating and I lost my confidence.” 
 
8 SORDO Dani/MARTÍ Marc ESP/ESP HYUNDAI i20 WRC 
The front left fender is slightly torn. “It was just a straw bale. The tyres were really good until the 
end. I have a good feeling.” 
 
10 ABBRING Kevin/MARSHALL Sebastian NDL/GBR HYUNDAI i20 WRC 
“The power steering failed on the final seven kilometres.” 
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12 LEFEBVRE Stéphane/PRÉVOT Stéphane FRA/BEL CITROËN DS 3 WRC 
“I stalled the engine at the start. Apart from that, everything okay.”
