The ADAC GT Masters heads into the 2023 with a strong package. With the “Festival of Dreams” in 
Hockenheim, an outing at the ADAC Truck Grand Prix at the Nürburgring, and four starts together with 
the DTM, including the highlight of the season at the Norisring, all six rounds that comprise this year’s 
calendar will feature at events that attract big crowds. A total of around € 570,000 in prize money and 
non-cash prizes awaits the most successful competitors.
